Internal Operating Regulation of the Postgraduate Program
“MASTER IN LAW, HISTORY AND POLITICS”

PART I
ORGANIZATION AND OPERATION OF THE POSTGRADUATE
PROGRAM ENTITLED
“MASTER IN LAW, HISTORY AND POLITICS”

Article 1
General Provisions

The Department of Law of the Law School of the Democritus University of Thrace
organizes and operates a Postgraduate Program entitled “Master in Law, History and
Politics”, starting from the academic year 2025-2026, in accordance with the provisions
of the founding decision and the provisions of Law 4957/2022 (Government Gazette
A’ 141), as amended and currently in force.

Article 2
Validity of the Postgraduate Studies Regulation

1. The provisions of this regulation specify and supplement the legislative framework
governing postgraduate studies and contribute to the uniform regulation of matters
concerning the operation of the Postgraduate Program.

2. The present Internal Operating Regulation of the Postgraduate Program “Master
in Law, History and Politics” is drafted upon the establishment of the program by
decision of the Assembly of the Department of Law, approved by the University Senate
and, once certified by the Hellenic Authority for Higher Education, is published in the
Government Gazette, posted on the Department’s website, and communicated to the
Ministry of Education, Research and Religious Affairs.

Article 3
Subject and Purpose of the Postgraduate Program

1. The subject of the Postgraduate Program titled “Master in Law, History and
Politics” is the provision of postgraduate-level teaching aimed at the advancement of
knowledge, in-depth academic exploration, and high-level specialization of graduates
in both theoretical and applied areas of Law, History, and Politics. The program also
seeks to cultivate research skills. Special emphasis is placed on the use of contemporary
scientific methodologies, as well as on interdisciplinary and cross-thematic approaches
through innovative educational practices.

2. The Postgraduate Program aspires to the formation of specialized scholars in the
aforementioned scientific fields and to their comprehensive academic and professional



training, thereby ensuring their academic, scientific, research, and professional
development at national, European, and international levels.

Article 4
Governing Bodies of the Postgraduate Program

1. The bodies responsible for the organization and operation of the Postgraduate
Program are as follows:

a) the Senate of the Democritus University of Thrace (D.U.Th.),

b) the Assembly of the Department of Law,

c) the Coordination Committee (C.C.) of the Postgraduate Program, and

d) the Director of the Postgraduate Program.

2. The Coordination Committee consists of the Director of the Postgraduate Program
and four (4) faculty members (DEP) of the Department, whose academic expertise is
relevant to the Program and who participate in its teaching activities. The members of
the Committee are appointed by decision of the Department Assembly.

3. The Director of the Postgraduate Program is selected from among the faculty
members of the Department, with preference given to those holding the rank of
Professor or Associate Professor, and is appointed by decision of the Department
Assembly for a two-year term, renewable without limitation.

4. In the event of resignation, incapacity, or any reason preventing the Director from
fulfilling their duties, a new Director—preferably of the rank of Professor or Associate
Professor with relevant academic expertise—is appointed by the Department Assembly
to complete the term of the outgoing Director. The same procedure applies in the case
of a vacant position on the Coordination Committee.

5. The Director, the members of the Coordination Committee, and the members of
the curriculum committee are not entitled to any remuneration or compensation for the
execution of their assigned duties related to the administration of the Postgraduate
Program.

Article 5
Responsibilities of the Governing Bodies of the Postgraduate Program

1. The Senate of the Democritus University of Thrace (D.U.Th.) holds the following
responsibilities regarding the Postgraduate Program:

a) It approves the establishment or amendment of the founding decision of the
Postgraduate Program.

b) It approves the extension of the Program’s duration.

c) It decides upon the termination of the Program.

2. The Assembly of the Department is responsible for the organization,
administration, and management of the Postgraduate Program, and in particular:

a) It submits proposals to the Senate, through the Postgraduate Studies Committee,
regarding at least the matters listed in items (a) to (ist) of paragraph 3, Article 80 of
Law 4957/2022, along with the Internal Operating Regulation of the Program, the
Diploma Supplement templates in Greek and English, the detailed revenue and



expenditure budget, the feasibility and sustainability study, and the detailed report on
distance education.

b) It appoints committees to assess the applications of prospective postgraduate
students and approves their admission to the Program.

c) It assigns teaching responsibilities to the Program'’s instructors.

d) It submits proposals to the Senate for amendments to the founding decision of the
Program and for extensions of the Program’s duration.

e) It forms examination committees for the evaluation of postgraduate dissertations
and appoints a supervisor for each thesis.

f) It confirms the successful completion of studies for the conferral of the degree.

g) It approves the Program’s annual report following a recommendation from the
Coordination Committee.

By decision of the Department Assembly, the responsibilities listed under items (a)
and (d) may be delegated to the Coordination Committee of the Program.

3. The Coordination Committee is responsible for the monitoring and coordination
of the Program’s operation and, in particular:

a) It prepares the initial annual budget and any amendments, provided the Program
has funding resources according to Article 84 of Law 4957/2022, and recommends its
approval to the Research Committee of ELKE-D.U.Th., excluding the quarterly budget
amendments specified in item (b), paragraph 3, Article 239 of Law 4957/2022.

b) It prepares the annual report of the Program and submits it for approval to the
Department Assembly.

c) It approves expenditures and may delegate this authority to the Director of the
Program.

d) It approves the awarding of scholarships—whether merit-based or
compensatory—in accordance with the founding decision and internal regulation of the
Program.

e) It proposes to the Department Assembly the allocation of teaching assignments,
as well as the assignment of teaching duties to categories of instructors defined in
Article 83 of Law 4957/2022.

f) It proposes to the Department Assembly the invitation of Visiting Professors to
meet teaching needs of the Program.

g) It drafts proposals for modifications to the curriculum, which are submitted to the
Department Assembly.

h) It recommends to the Department Assembly the redistribution of courses among
academic semesters and addresses issues related to the qualitative enhancement of the
curriculum.

4. The Director of the Postgraduate Program has the following responsibilities:

a) Chairs the Coordination Committee, prepares the agenda, and convenes its
meetings.

b) Submits proposals regarding the organization and operation of the Program to the
Department Assembly.

c) Makes recommendations to the Coordination Committee and other governing
bodies of the Program and the Institution concerning the effective operation of the
Program.



d) Acts as the Scientific Coordinator of the Program and performs the relevant duties,
including responsibility for the proper implementation and certification of the
Program’s academic content, the appropriateness of related expenditures, the
monitoring of financial operations, and the execution of the budget.

e) Oversees the implementation of decisions taken by the Program’s governing
bodies and the Internal Regulation of Postgraduate Studies.

f) Performs any other duty defined in the founding decision of the Program.

Article 6
Organization of the Postgraduate Program

1. The educational process of the Postgraduate Program is organized entirely through
modern methods of synchronous distance learning.

2. The Program may operate in two parallel academic cycles, commencing
respectively in the winter and spring semesters. Courses begin in the third week of
October for the winter semester and in the third week of February for the spring
semester. Each semester concludes after the completion of 13 weeks of instruction. At
the beginning of each semester, the class schedule is prepared. Each course is taught by
one or more instructors. For each course, the Department Assembly appoints one
instructor as the responsible coordinator.

3. Student performance in each course is assessed through a combination of the
following criteria: oral presentations, submission of written assignments, completion of
exercises, mid-term (progress) examinations, final written or oral exams conducted
either in person or via distance methods, and active participation in classes. The exact
method of assessment for each course is determined by the responsible faculty member
and is announced at the beginning of the teaching period.

4. For courses that include a final written examination as part of the assessment:

a) Winter semester courses are examined in February (first exam session) and
September (second exam session).

b) Spring semester courses are examined in June (first exam session) and September
(second exam session).

5. For courses assessed through the submission of a final paper, the assignment must
be submitted within the respective examination period. Each exam session lasts for two
weeks.

6. Written or oral examinations conducted via distance learning may be carried out
using appropriate technological systems and remote examination platforms, ensuring
user authentication, physical identification, and, where necessary, proctoring of the
examination process.

7. The Department of Law has the necessary infrastructure to fully support distance
learning (100% coverage), including video conferencing rooms and licensed remote
teaching and teleconferencing software. The methods and procedures for organizing the
educational process via distance learning are detailed in the accompanying Report.

8. In order to attend and be evaluated in the Program, each postgraduate student must
have a personal computer equipped with an operating system and internet access.

9. Class attendance is mandatory and is monitored by the instructor. A maximum of
three (3) absences is permitted per course. If a student exceeds this number due to



serious reasons (excluding professional obligations), the matter is reviewed—upon the
student's written request—Dby the Program's Coordination Committee, which decides
whether to approve the request and submits its recommendation to the Department
Assembly for final approval.

10. The Program is subject to internal evaluation within the framework of the Internal
Quality Assurance System (IQAS), in accordance with Article 215 of Law 4957/2022,
to ensure its quality. The Program must be certified by the Hellenic Authority for
Higher Education (HAHE) prior to commencement, in accordance with paragraph 7 of
Article 80 of Law 4957/2022, and is subject to periodic evaluation as provided in
Article 87 of the same law.

Article 7
Maximum and Minimum Number of Admitted Students

The maximum number of students admitted to the Postgraduate Program is set at
twenty-six (26) per academic cycle. The minimum number of admitted students is set
at four (4).

Article 8
Teaching Staff

1. The teaching duties of the Postgraduate Program are assigned, by decision of the
competent body, to the following categories of instructors:

a) Faculty members of the Department or of other Departments of the Democritus
University of Thrace (DUTH), or of other Higher Education Institutions (HEISs) in
Greece or abroad, or of Higher Military Educational Institutions (HMEISs), as well as
members of the Special Teaching Staff (EEDIP), Laboratory Teaching Staff (ETEP),
and Special Technical Laboratory Staff (EEII) of the Department or other Departments
of DUTH or other HEIs or HMEIs, with additional teaching responsibilities beyond
their statutory obligations.

b) Emeritus Professors or retired faculty members of the Department or other
Departments of DUTH or other HElIs.

c) Collaborating Professors.

d) Adjunct instructors and academic fellows of DUTH or other HEIS.

e) Visiting Professors or Visiting Researchers.

f) Researchers and specialized scientific personnel from research and technological
institutions as defined in Article 13A of Law 4310/2014, or other domestic or
international research centers and institutes.

g) Recognized experts with specialized knowledge and relevant experience in the
scientific field of the Program.

2. By decision of the Department Assembly, doctoral candidates of the Department
or the School may be assigned supportive teaching duties under the supervision of a
teaching staff member of the Program.

3. The assignment of teaching duties is carried out by decision of the Department
Assembly following a recommendation by the Program's Coordination Committee.



4. The right to supervise master’s theses is granted to instructors listed in categories
(a) through (f) of paragraph 1, provided they hold a doctoral degree.

5. The supervision of master's theses may also be assigned to faculty members (DEP,
EEP, EEDIP) of the Department who have not undertaken teaching duties in the
Program, by decision of the Department Assembly.

6. Regarding the remuneration of instructors:

a) All categories of instructors are compensated exclusively from the Program’s
funds. Payment from the state budget or the public investment program is not permitted.
The amount of compensation for each instructor is determined by the decision of the
competent body assigning the teaching duties. Faculty members may receive additional
compensation for their contributions to the Program, provided they meet their statutory
minimum teaching obligations, as defined by the Internal Regulations of DUTH. This
provision applies accordingly to EEP, EEDIP, and ETEP members who meet their
minimum teaching obligations.

b) Supervision of theses and internships may be remunerated on condition that the
hours devoted exceed their statutory obligations.

¢) Members of the Teaching and Research Staff, Special Teaching Staff, Laboratory
Teaching Staff, and Special Technical Laboratory Staff of the Department of Law may
participate in the Program, provided they fulfill the statutory minimum teaching
requirements as defined by applicable legislation and the Internal Regulations of
DUTH.

Article 9
Assignment of Supportive Teaching Duties to Doctoral Candidates

1. Based on a recommendation by the Program’'s Coordination Committee and a
decision by the Department Assembly of the School of Law, supportive teaching duties
may be assigned to Doctoral Candidates of the Department, under the supervision of a
Program instructor.

2. Supportive teaching duties include participation in course delivery and educational
activities, such as conducting tutorials or laboratory exercises, invigilation during
examinations, grading assignments, and similar tasks.

3. The call for expressions of interest from doctoral candidates is issued by decision
of the Department Assembly and specifies the nature of the supportive teaching duties.
Applications are submitted to the Department Secretariat and evaluated by the
Coordination Committee, which submits its recommendation to the Assembly, which
in turn issues the final assignment decision.

4. The maximum hourly remuneration for doctoral candidates, which may be covered
by private, internal, or international funds of DUTH, is defined by the DUTH
Regulation on Teaching Remuneration. The maximum number of weekly teaching
hours is set at three (3).

5. In selecting doctoral candidates for supportive teaching roles, the Coordination
Committee considers the candidates' academic performance in their doctoral research,
academic integrity, and scientific maturity.

Article 10



Duration of Studies

1. The minimum duration of attendance in the Postgraduate Program leading to the
award of the Master’s Degree (MSc) is set at three (3) semesters (90 ECTS), which
includes the time required for the preparation and submission of the Master's Thesis.
The minimum duration for the completion of the Thesis is six months and it corresponds
to 30 ECTS.

2. Attendance in the Program is considered completed upon:

a) Completion of the minimum prescribed study period;

b) Successful completion of all academic activities and the Master’s Thesis.

3. The maximum duration of studies is set at four semesters. Within this period, the
postgraduate student must have successfully passed the six courses of the first two
semesters and defended the Master’s Thesis. Students who have not fulfilled all
academic requirements by July 15 of the second academic year following enrollment
will be dismissed from the Program.

4. Exceptional Extension Beyond the Maximum Study Duration:

a. Postgraduate students may apply for an exceptional extension of the maximum
study duration for serious health reasons, either personal or involving a first-degree
relative by blood, a spouse, or a person with whom the student has entered into a civil
partnership. The application, addressed to the Program’s Coordination Committee,
must be submitted before the expiration of the maximum study period to the
Department Secretariat, accompanied by the required supporting documentation,
especially concerning health issues, which must be certified by a public hospital or a
competent special committee of a public hospital.

b. If the health issues concern someone other than the student, the application must
also be accompanied by a recent family status certificate and a medical certificate issued
by a public hospital, signed and stamped by a Head of Department, Clinic, or University
Department. The University may request any additional documents deemed necessary.

c. The Secretariat forwards the application to the Department Assembly, which
decides on the approval or rejection of the request and determines the duration of the
extension. Further extensions may be approved following the same procedure used for
part-time studies or suspension of studies, provided the relevant conditions continue to

apply.

Article 11
Part-Time Studies

1. Part-time study is available to postgraduate students and may last up to twice the
normal duration, i.e., Six semesters.

2. The right to apply for part-time status is granted to:

a) Students who are employed for at least 20 hours per week.

b) Students with disabilities and special educational needs.

c) Students who are athletes in sports clubs registered in the electronic registry of
sports clubs under Article 142 of Law 4714/2020, under the following conditions:

(ca) They have ranked 1st to 8th in individual national championships with at least

12 athletes and 8 clubs,



(cb) Compete in the top two leagues of team sports, or

(cc) Represent national teams in European, world, or other international events
under the Hellenic Olympic Committee, or have participated at least once in the
Olympic Games, Paralympic Games, or Deaflympics during their studies.

These students may apply (electronically, via authorized person, by mail, in person,
or via KEP) to be placed under part-time status.

3. The application (Form A.2 in the Appendix) along with all necessary
documentation must be submitted to the Department Secretariat (electronically or in
person) no later than the end of the course registration period. The Secretariat forwards
the application to the Faculty Dean’s Office for approval. Applications are submitted
during the regular enrollment renewal period as announced.

4. The required supporting documents include:

a) Employed students: Employment contract, recent employer certification, and
relevant insurance stamps for those in the private sector.

b) Students with disabilities: Certificate from a Disability Certification Center
(KEPA) or a seven-member committee of a public hospital. If they were admitted under
the disability category, no additional documents are needed.

c) Students with special educational needs: Certification from the relevant
authorities.

d) Athletes: Certification from the General Secretariat of Sports, the Hellenic
Olympic Committee, or their registered sports club, indicating their registration number
and athletic recognition number, and justification for part-time status.

5. The Coordination Committee may request additional documents if necessary. The
certifications mentioned in cases (a) and (d) must be resubmitted at the beginning of
each academic year to confirm the continued eligibility for part-time status.

6. The Department Assembly issues the decision of approval or rejection based on
the recommendation of the Coordination Committee, accompanied by the student’s
application and supporting documents.

7. For students under part-time status, each academic semester is considered as half
a semester. Students are allowed to select the courses they wish to attend and be
examined in.

8. Students under part-time status may return to full-time status at any time by
submitting a simple request to the Secretariat—no additional documentation is
required. A formal decision is issued by the Dean and forwarded to the Department.

9. All certificates issued to students under part-time status will mention the relevant
decision of the Department Assembly.

Article 12
Suspension of Studies

1. In exceptional cases, postgraduate students may be granted a suspension of studies
following the submission of a well-justified request. The suspension may not exceed
two (2) consecutive semesters. The application must state the duration and reasons for
the requested suspension (e.g., health, force majeure, personal, family, or financial
reasons) and be accompanied by official documents from relevant public authorities or
organizations that prove the stated reasons. In cases of force majeure or personal



reasons, a solemn declaration (Law 1599/1986) describing the circumstances is
sufficient.

2. The application is forwarded by the Coordination Committee to the Department
Assembly for approval. In urgent cases due to force majeure, the application may be
submitted even after the registration deadline. Semesters during suspension are not
counted towards the maximum study period.

3. The suspension is granted by decision of the Department Assembly based on the
recommendation of the Coordination Committee.

4. During the suspension period, the student loses their student status. This time is
not counted toward the regular study duration.

5. Upon return, the student resumes studies under the same study regime that was in
effect at the time of their original enroliment.

Article 13
Evaluation of the Postgraduate Program

1. The postgraduate program (PGP) is periodically accredited according to the
provisions of paragraph 1 of Article 8 of Law 4653/2020, as amended and in force,
within the framework of the evaluation of the academic unit to which it belongs.

2. The annual internal evaluation of the PGP is carried out in cooperation with the
Internal Quality Assurance Unit (MODIP-DUTH) as part of the internal evaluation of
the academic unit it belongs to and in accordance with the relevant process of the
institution’s internal Quality Assurance System.

3. The external evaluation of the PGP is conducted in cooperation with MODIP-
DUTH following the procedure foreseen by the Hellenic Authority for Higher
Education (HAHE).

4. Within the scope of the periodic evaluation/accreditation of the academic unit by
the HAHE, as referred to in Article 87 of Law 4957/2022, the overall assessment of the
work carried out by each PGP is evaluated, including the degree of achievement of the
objectives set at its establishment, its sustainability, the employment absorption of its
graduates, its contribution to research, the internal evaluation by the postgraduate
students, the appropriateness of continuing its operation, as well as other aspects related
to the quality of the work produced and its contribution to the national strategy for
higher education.

5. If the PGP is judged, at the evaluation stage according to paragraph 1, not to meet
the conditions for continuation, its operation is completed with the graduation of the
students already enrolled.

6. Under the responsibility of the Director of the PGP, seminars are organized
discussing the courses and their content, in order to evaluate, among other things, the
extent to which the program is connected to scientific progress, the labor market, and
societal needs in general.

7. At the end of the term of the Program Committee (PC), under the responsibility of
the outgoing Director, a detailed report of the research and educational work of the
PGP, as well as its other activities, is prepared aiming at upgrading the studies, better
utilization of human resources, optimization of existing infrastructure, and socially



beneficial use of the available resources of the PGP. The report is submitted to the
Department of Law of DUTH.

Article 14
Feasibility Study

1. The necessity of establishing the PGP Law, History, and Politics is evident, taking
into account the scope and significance of the fields covered and the interdisciplinary
approach it introduces. From both a scientific-research perspective and in terms of
meeting practical and market needs, that is social reasons, the offered program is
necessary, as it provides students the opportunity to specialize in various directions,
deepen their knowledge, and acquire skills that enhance the qualifications obtained in
the first cycle of studies.

2. The reasons making the operation of the PGP necessary and important are
summarized as follows:

a. Interdisciplinary approach: The program combines three related scientific fields—
law, history, and politics—offering a unique, holistic understanding of the functioning
of societies and institutions.

b. Academic excellence: The program is designed by experienced academics and
professionals, ensuring a high level of teaching and innovative content.

c. Development of critical thinking: By broadening participants’ horizons, the
program contributes to their development as scholars and enhances their ability to
analyze complex historical, legal, and political phenomena, cultivating critical thinking
and decisive problem-solving skills.

d. Professional prospects: Graduates of the program can pursue careers in various
fields such as law, public administration, education, journalism, political analysis, and
international relations.

e. Strengthening research skills: The program provides a strong research foundation,
enabling students to conduct pioneering research and contribute to the creation of new
knowledge.

f. Specialization and practical application: The specialized knowledge acquired
equips students with skills applicable to a wide range of professions in both the public
and private sectors.

g. Focus on contemporary issues: The program includes the study of modern
problems, such as conflicts between law and politics, international relations, legislative
techniques, and the effects of globalization on governance, making it particularly
timely.

h. International orientation: Students gain knowledge and skills useful at a global
level, preparing them for international careers in multinational organizations, NGOs, or
diplomatic positions.

i. Networking: The program offers opportunities for networking with academics,
professionals, and peers from diverse backgrounds, creating valuable connections for
the future.

J. Personal development: Students cultivate not only their academic and professional
skills but also ethical awareness, social responsibility, and the ability to understand the
complexity of the world.
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k. Lifelong learning opportunities: The program inspires students to continue their
personal and professional development through lifelong learning and participation in
further training programs.

In conclusion, the establishment and operation of the PGP Law, History, and Politics
constitute a scientifically and socially necessary initiative that will contribute
significantly to the academic and professional advancement of its students, to research
development, and to society as a whole.

3. The Program aims to create professionals and scholars with a broad perspective
and high specialization, capable of understanding and contributing to the shaping of
political and legal developments at both international and local levels. Specifically, the
objectives of the postgraduate program "Law, History, and Politics™ are as follows:

a. Interdisciplinary deepening: To promote a deeper understanding of the relationship
between law, history, and politics, examining the contribution of each discipline to the
formation of social and political structures.

b. Development of critical thinking: To cultivate the ability to critically analyze
complex issues concerning historical, legal, and political developments at national and
international levels.

c. Scientific research and innovation: To promote interdisciplinary research through the
use of methods and theoretical tools from law, history, and politics. To encourage the
production of new knowledge applicable to solving contemporary social problems.

d. Enhancement of international orientation: To equip students with knowledge and
skills that will enable them to operate in international and multicultural environments.
To foster awareness of the importance of international relations, international law, and
the historical interdependence of nations.

e. Professional readiness: To prepare graduates for careers in fields such as law, politics,
historical research, international relations, and education. To provide practical skills,
such as managing political and legal cases, drafting documents, and participating in
negotiations.

f. Cultivation of problem-solving skills: To develop students’ ability to tackle complex
problems with a systematic and evidence-based approach, combining theoretical
knowledge with practical solutions.

g. Strengthening ethical and social responsibility: To promote sensitivity to issues of
justice, human rights, democracy, and social solidarity, reinforcing students’
commitment to improving society.

h. Support for Lifelong Learning: To enhance students' willingness and ability to
continue learning and deepening their understanding of law, history, and politics,
making them active intellectuals in their field.

4. The postgraduate program "Law, History, and Politics™ is highly relevant to the
first cycle of studies of the Law School of DUTH, as it is based on fundamental legal
knowledge combined with historical and political approaches. Specifically:

A. Relevance to First Cycle Legal Courses:

a. General Principles of Law. Core courses such as Introduction to Law and Legal
Theory prepare students to understand legal concepts and the functioning of legal
institutions. The postgraduate program builds on this foundation to examine how legal
principles relate to historical development and political practice.
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b. Public Law. Courses such as Constitutional Law and Administrative Law examine
the relationship between the state, citizens, and administration. The postgraduate
program extends the study of these topics by linking them with political structures and
historical developments.

c. Historical Dimension of Law. Courses such as History of Law, Roman Law, Ancient
Greek Law, and Byzantine Law provide the basis for studying the historical evolution
of law. In the postgraduate program, this approach is broadened to examine the timeless
interaction between law, history, and politics.

d. International and European Law. Teaching courses such as Public International Law
and European Law provides knowledge of the international legal order. The
postgraduate program enhances this understanding by examining international political
processes and the historical dimension of international law.

e. Criminal and Civil Law. Courses such as Civil Law and Criminal Law provide the
theoretical background for understanding law on a practical level. In the postgraduate
program, this knowledge is integrated into the broader framework of political and social
development.

B. Relevance to Historical and Political Courses in Law Schools:

a. History and Culture. Courses such as History of Political and Legal Institutions
prepare students to examine the evolution of institutions over time. The postgraduate
program expands this knowledge by connecting history with contemporary political
and legal realities.

b. Political Science. Courses such as Political Theory and Contemporary Political
History, offered within legal studies, form the basis for studying politics. In the
postgraduate program, this knowledge is strengthened through the analysis of political
phenomena and political systems.

c. Philosophy of Law. Courses such as Philosophy of Law explore the ethical and social
dimensions of law. In the postgraduate program, these theoretical approaches are
enriched by the study of the historical and political dimension.

C. Overall Relevance:

The program is based on the theoretical foundation acquired by students from the
first cycle of legal studies and enriches it with interdisciplinary approaches. It combines
legal knowledge with historical analysis and political thought, offering a holistic view
of the functioning of legal and political systems at the national and international level.
Thus, the postgraduate program addresses those who wish to deepen their knowledge
and gain a broader understanding of the interaction between law, history, and politics.

D. Relevance to First Cycle Courses in Other Departments:

Furthermore, the postgraduate program is relevant to a large number of courses
offered in other Departments, particularly the Departments of Political Science,
History, Philology, Archaeology, and Economics.

5. The rich teaching experience, the extensive research work, the numerous published
studies and monographs, the participation in conferences in Greece and abroad, as well
as the recognition by the Greek and international academic community of the faculty
members involved in the postgraduate program, constitute a guarantee of their scientific
competence regarding the specific subject matter.

6. The evaluation of the courses by postgraduate students is conducted through a
questionnaire they complete. The relevant questionnaire includes questions concerning
the course syllabus and content, the teaching method, the quality of the provided
bibliography, the use of visual aids such as PowerPoint, video, etc., the posting of
supplementary materials on the postgraduate program’s website, and the degree to
which the course aligns with the principles and philosophy of the postgraduate program.

7. The evaluation of the instructors by the postgraduate students is mainly based on
criteria such as the breadth and depth of their knowledge in the subject, their ability to
convey knowledge, their preparation, their use of the most modern internationally
recognized bibliography appropriate for high-level postgraduate studies, their
willingness to answer questions and engage in in-depth discussions, timely grading and
return of assignments and written exams, adherence to the scheduled teaching hours,
and their reliability in communication with the students.

Regarding the ability of the teaching staff to participate in the proposed MSc
program without neglecting their legal obligations, it should be noted that this is
unhindered since the new MSc replaces a specialization of the existing MSc in Civil
Law, Civil Procedural Law, and History of Law and Institutions, which expires in the
current academic year.

2. Programs with Similar Content Organized Domestically

There are no postgraduate programs in Greek universities with content substantially
equivalent to the proposed MSc. The MSc programs whose broader academic subject
partially correspond to the proposed MSc are:

MSc in Theory of Law and Interdisciplinary Legal Studies at the Law Department of
Aristotle University of Thessaloniki (AUTH).

MSc in History of Law at the Law Department of the National and Kapodistrian
University of Athens (EKPA).

These two MSc programs operate in the other two Law Schools in Greece and offer
approximately 50 postgraduate student places per academic year. However, despite
partial correspondence in the academic subject, these two MSc programs have different
content, as they do not focus on the relationship between Law, History, and Politics and
the various expressions of this relationship.

In any case, these two domestic postgraduate programs cannot adequately meet the
demand for corresponding postgraduate studies in Greece due to the limited number of
admissions. It is notable that in recent years, the number of applicants in the
specialization of History of Law and Institutions at the already offered MSc of the Law
School of DUTH has been steadily increasing.

Moreover, the proposed MSc addresses much broader categories of applicants while
focusing on the dialogue between the different academic subjects and the cross-
fertilization of the methodological tools each provides.
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In the developing competition among Higher Education Institutions in the field of
postgraduate studies, the proposed MSc has a significant comparative advantage
because it offers a completely innovative and interdisciplinary approach to Law,
History, and Politics. These approaches, which reflect the most contemporary
developments in the international academic field, are embodied in the Program’s
curriculum and course content.

3. Alternative Funding Sources

The operating costs of the MSc, if the number of students is not as expected to
implement the proposed budget, may be covered by fees from conferences, workshops,
and seminars organized by the MSc, as well as from other sources such as sponsorships
from various organizations and donations.

4. Basic Infrastructure and Necessary Equipment for the Operation of the MSc

The Law School of DUTH has six postgraduate teaching rooms with capacities of 50
and 25 seats, fully equipped with visual and electronic aids (projector, computers for
presentations and display of visual materials, etc.) and internet access.

Additionally, for the needs of the Program, there is a laboratory room with a network
of fifteen (15) workstations equipped with personal computers, a dedicated room of the
“European Studies Center” Laboratory of the International Studies Division, the
Secretariat office of the Postgraduate Programs of the International Studies Division,
the Law School Library with special books for the MSc and a reading room.

Furthermore, the School has at least three additional lecture halls that can also be
used for the teaching needs of the MSc.

Secretarial support will be provided within the premises of the Law Department of
DUTH, specifically in the Private Law Division, staffed by personnel hired on contract
to cover the needs of the MSc.

The Law School Library possesses special books and databases for the MSc, as well
as a reading room. Photocopy machines are available at the Secretariat and the library.

Article 16
Tuition Fees

The maximum amount of tuition fees for the MSc program is two thousand (2,000)
euros, which are paid in two equal installments at the beginning of the first two
semesters. The payment of tuition fees is made to the Special Account for Research
Funds of DUTH, which is responsible for their management.

Article 17
Resources of Postgraduate Programs — Financial Management

1. The resources and funding of the MSc program may come from:
a) tuition fees,

b) donations, sponsorships, and any kind of financial support,

c) bequests,

d) funds from research projects or programs,

e) own resources of the University, and

f) the state budget or the public investment program.

2. The payment of tuition fees is made either by the student themselves or by a third
natural or legal person on behalf of the student.

3. The financial management of the MSc program’s resources is carried out by the
Special Account for Research Funds (ELKE) of DUTH. Thirty percent (30%) of the
total revenue derived from tuition fees is retained by ELKE DUTH. This amount
includes the withholding percentage for ELKE DUTH for the financial management of
the MSc program.

Regarding expenses, the categories of operational costs and the corresponding
amounts — expected outflows — are listed. Specifically, seventy percent (70%) of the
operational expenses of the MSc program are distributed according to the following
table:

4. The Scientific Responsible for the implemented projects of the MSc program is
appointed as the Director of the MSc program, who assumes the duties, obligations,
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and responsibilities of the Scientific Responsible, as defined by law and by the
Management and Financing Guide of the Special Account for Research Funds of
DUTH, approved by the Senate.

5. The fees of regular teaching, technical, and administrative staff of the Institutions
relate to work exceeding their legally mandated obligations, as specified in the DUTH
Regulation.

PART B
POSTGRADUATE STUDIES MATTERS

Article 18
Admission Criteria for the MSc Program

1. Graduates of Schools and Departments of Law, Political Science, History,
Archaeology, Philology, Philosophy, Economics, Sociology, International and
European Studies, or Departments of related academic fields from universities in
Greece or recognized equivalent foreign institutions, are eligible for admission to the
MSc program.

2. The Secretariat of the MSc program verifies whether the foreign awarding
institution is listed in the National Registry of Recognized Foreign Institutions and
whether the degree type is included in the National Registry of Degree Types of
Recognized Foreign Institutions, as posted on the website of DOATAP.

3. Members of the categories EEP, EDIP, and ETEP may, upon request, enroll as
supernumerary students, with only one per year and per MSc program, provided they
serve in the relevant Department and their degree and work in the Department are
related to the subject of the MSc program.

Article 19
Selection Procedure for Admitted Students — Registration in the MSc Program

1. By decision of the Department Assembly, a call for applications for the admission
of postgraduate students is published and posted on the Department’s website. The call
includes all relevant details (deadline, application submission method, necessary
supporting documents, evaluation method). Additionally, incomplete or late documents
are not accepted.

2. The application file is submitted electronically to the Department Secretariat
within the specified deadline. The file must be complete at submission and contain the
following documents:

a. Application form for the selection process for the postgraduate program (Template
A.1 in the Appendix).

b. Curriculum vitae including documented details about studies, professional and
research experience, computer skills, language proficiency, and the candidate’s
scientific and social activities.

c. Certified copy of the degree or certificate of completion of studies from domestic
Higher Education Institutions (HEIS) or recognized equivalent foreign HEIs. The
foreign awarding institution must be listed in the National Registry of Recognized
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Foreign Institutions, and the degree type must be included in the National Registry of
Degree Types of Recognized Foreign Institutions, as published on the DOATAP
website.

d. Diploma Supplement or detailed grade transcript, including the final degree grade.

e. Photocopy of both sides of the national ID card.

f. Certificate of English language proficiency at level B2, translated and certified. If
no certificate exists, a written English exam is administered by the MSc Program’s
Academic Committee.

g. Publications and any related scientific/research writing activity, if available.

h. Proof of other activities and qualifications, if any (e.g., certified computer skills,
second foreign language, etc.).

i. Statement of scientific interest regarding the MSc program (maximum 500 words).

J- A solemn declaration under Law 1599/1986 with an original signature, stating that
all submitted documents are true.

3. The selection of admitted students is performed by a three-member Committee of
instructors of the MSc program, appointed by decision of the Department Assembly.
Incomplete applications will not be examined.

4. The MSc Secretariat compiles a complete list of candidates and forwards it to the
Selection Committee, which examines and evaluates the candidates’ files. The
maximum score for each file is 40 points. The evaluation is based on the following
criteria:

a. Degree grade, scored as the grade multiplied by 2.

b. Possession of English language certificate at C2 and C1 levels (5 points).

c. Possession of a certificate (at B2 level) for a second or third foreign language (2.5
points per language).

d. Second degree from another HEI Department (5 points).

¢. Master’s degree from a Greek HEI or recognized equivalent foreign institution (5
points).

5. The Selection Committee rejects candidates who do not meet the requirements,
ranks the candidates by score, publishes a provisional selection list, announces the
deadline for appeals, and invites candidates decided by the Committee for an interview.

6. During the interview, the overall composition and scientific competence related to
the MSc subject, motivation and interest in the program, relevant activities, and
communication skills of the candidates are assessed. Interviews are scored separately
by each Committee member. The maximum interview score is 60 points.

7. The final selection is based on the combined scores of the application file and
interview, with a maximum total of 100 points. The final score weights the file
evaluation at 40% and the interview at 60%.

8. Based on the final score of each candidate, the Selection Committee prepares the
final ranking list in descending order. The list indicates the successful candidates and
any tied candidates with the last admitted candidate, who are admitted as
supernumeraries.

9. The MSc Secretariat publishes the evaluation results on the MSc website and the
Department announcements, in accordance with applicable personal data protection
laws, informs the successful candidates, and sends them the MSc Program and
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Institution Operating Regulations, Internal Regulations, Academic Code of Ethics, and
any other documents deemed necessary by the Department.

10. Successful candidates are required to respond in writing within seven days
whether they accept a) their registration in the MSc program and b) the Regulations and
terms of operation sent to them. Late responses are not accepted.

Article 20
Study Guide

1. Each year, a Study Guide of the MSc programs is issued in both Greek and English
and distributed to postgraduate students.

2, The Study Guide must include:
- The course program, names of instructors, rights (social benefits, scholarships, loans,
textbooks, aids, etc.) of postgraduate students, their obligations, and information on the
operation of the Department’s study rooms and libraries.
- The total number of ECTS credits required to obtain the MSc degree across all courses,
distributed over the study semesters.
- The detailed study program, titles and brief descriptions (syllabus) of courses and
seminars, preparation of the thesis, specifying the number of ECTS credits awarded per
case.
- The official language of instruction of the program and the language in which the
thesis is written, which may differ from Greek.
- The number of courses registered per semester, as well as the examination rules and
assessment methods for postgraduate students’ performance.

Article 21
Curriculum

1. The total number of ECTS credits required to obtain the MSc degree is ninety (90),
with a duration of study of three (3) semesters. Successful completion of six courses in
the first two semesters is required (two compulsory and one elective course per
semester, 10 ECTS credits per course) and the writing with public presentation (30
ECTS credits) and positive evaluation of the postgraduate thesis in the third semester.

2. Each course per semester comprises thirty-nine (39) teaching hours. All courses
are conducted 100% online with synchronous teaching.

Objective was born in ancient Greece. The course focuses on the use
of rhetoric in judicial and political speech, highlighting
important issues such as democracy, freedom, justice,
respect for laws, the establishment of legislation, the rights
and obligations of citizens, and the relationship of the
citizen with the state and the social community.

Within the framework of the course, important speeches
from ancient Greek (Demosthenes, Lysias) and Latin
literature (Cicero) are analyzed, focusing on the legislative
framework, argumentation, evidentiary means, rhetorical
techniques, and the political and social context of the
discourse, and a mock trial is conducted.

Course From the time of the establishment of the first criminal

Content and legislation in the 7th century BC until today, the

Objective fundamental concerns of societies and lawmakers have

remained essentially the same within a changing
environment. The course aims to examine the criminal
phenomenon as it appears in different legal systems such
as the ancient Greek, Roman, Byzantine, and modern legal
orders, focusing on the fundamental concepts of crime and
punishment.
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Within the framework of the course, the responses of
each society to questions such as: which acts are
considered criminal, what are the reasons for the
criminalization of an act and the creation of a new crime
or, conversely, the reasons for the abolition of a crime,
what punishment corresponds to each crime, and what
criteria are used for the establishment or imposition of a
specific penalty, are examined. Additionally, key and
timeless principles are analyzed, such as the principle “no
crime, no punishment without law,” the right to defense,
the right to a fair trial, and the principle of the publicity of
the trial.

The subject of the course is the way various human
societies have been politically organized from antiquity to
the modern era, their objectives, modes of operation and
governance, as well as the concept, typology, and analysis
of the elements of different political systems. Starting from
Aristotle’s basic classification of political systems in his
Politics and the influence of Aristotle’s classification over
the subsequent centuries, the course examines the
functioning  of  different social groups, both
institutionalized and non-institutionalized, within the
framework of various political regimes.

In connection with Aristotle’s concept of the "master of
the city” (kbpilov g norewg), both the theory and practice
of political systems are illuminated and analyzed along
three main axes: the Many (from ancient Athenian
democracy to Jean-Jacques Rousseau’s Social Contract
and modern parliamentary systems), the Few (from the
Spartan model and Plato’s ideal state to the Roman res
publica), and the One Ruler (from Philip I1, the Roman and
Byzantine emperors to Machiavelli’s Prince).

Additionally, selective elements of political theories are
examined, such as those of Plato, Aristotle, Polybius, and
their reception from the Middle Ages to the modern era.

Course Modern International Law has its historical roots in
Content and | classical Greek and Roman antiquity. This particular
Objective historical tradition, combined with the decisive influence
of Christianity, formed the foundation for the emergence
and development of modern International Law in Western
Europe during the 15th century.
The examination begins with a brief overview of classical
Greek and Roman antiquity, followed by a more detailed
discussion of the period of natural law in Europe during the
Middle Ages. In the classical period of International Law
(1600-1815), the coexistence between natural law and the
law of nations was generally harmonious. In the 19th
century, the positivist current prevailed as the theoretical
foundation of International Law, while during the interwar
period, developments both within and outside the League
of Nations led to the reappearance of the natural law
doctrine and to a revival of this theoretical current after
World War II.
The historical evolution of International Law is approached
from three perspectives: the history of the practice of states,
the history of concepts, and the history of individuals. Part
of the course is dedicated to the history of the discipline in
Greece from its independence in 1830 until the end of the
20th century.

Article 22
Master’s Thesis

1. The topic of the Master’s Thesis (MT) must fall within the scope of the
postgraduate program and should utilize the knowledge, skills, attitudes, and
competencies acquired during the postgraduate courses.

2. By the end of the second semester and no later than June 15th, the postgraduate
student (PGS) submits an application to the Secretariat of the postgraduate program,
indicating the proposed title of the MT, the proposed supervisor, an abstract of up to
500 words, and a preliminary bibliography.

3. The Coordinating Committee, after reviewing the application, appoints the
supervisor and forms the three-member monitoring and examination committee, which
includes the supervisor as a member.

4. The right to supervise theses is granted to:

a) Faculty members (teaching and research staff) of the Department or other
Departments of the Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH), or other recognized
Greek or foreign universities, or Higher Military Educational Institutions (ASEI), with
additional duties beyond their legal obligations.
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b) Emeritus Professors or retired faculty members of the Department or other DUTH
departments or other Greek or foreign universities.

c) Collaborating professors.

d) Adjunct teaching staff.

e) Visiting professors or visiting researchers.

) Researchers and specialist scientists of research and technological organizations
as defined in Article 13A of Law 4310/2014 or other domestic or foreign research
centers and institutes, provided they hold a doctoral degree.

5. By decision of the competent postgraduate program body, supervision may also
be assigned to faculty members, emeritus, or retired faculty members who have not
undertaken teaching duties in the postgraduate program. In exceptional cases of
objective inability to supervise due to important reasons, replacement of the supervisor
or a member of the three-member examination committee may be made by decision of
the relevant Department Assembly.

6. The MT is written in Greek and accompanied by a brief abstract of about 300
words in both Greek and English, as well as 4-6 keywords in both languages. Upon
agreement with the supervisor and approval by the Coordinating Committee, the thesis
may be written in English and include an extended abstract in Greek.

7. The MT topic must be specialized, original, and research-oriented. The thesis text
consists of approximately 30,000 words with 1.5 line spacing and Times New Roman
font (size 12 for text and 10 for footnotes) or Palatino Linotype (size 11 for text and 10
for footnotes). The thesis must meet the standards and structure of a scientific paper,
including methodology, presentation of findings or results, citations, bibliography, and
any necessary supporting or explanatory material.

8. The MT structure includes a cover page, preface, introduction, main body divided
into parts, chapters and sections, conclusion-summary, source table, and bibliography.
The structure and specifications are defined in the model writing template annexed to
this Regulation.

9. After completion, the PGS submits bound copies of the final thesis to the three-
member examination committee. Simultaneously, the student submits a declaration to
the postgraduate program Secretariat stating that the thesis is their original work and
not plagiarized either wholly or partially.

10. The examination committee, after reviewing the thesis, sets the date for the public
defense/evaluation. After the presentation and defense, the committee submits the
thesis grade to the Secretariat.

11. The final electronic version of the thesis is submitted to the DUTH Library and
the Department’s archive. The Department Secretariat appoints a person responsible
for collecting all theses in digital format and maintaining the digital archive until the
full operation of the DUTH Central Repository.

Article 23
Evaluation of Educational Activities

1. Evaluation of performance in individual courses and other educational activities is
based on a combination of oral presentations, written assignments, exercises, midterm
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exams, written or oral final exams, and active participation in classes. The exact form
of evaluation is determined by the teaching staff according to the nature of each course.

2. Evaluation terms for each course are stated in the Course Syllabus and
communicated at the start of teaching by the responsible faculty member.

3. The grading scale for postgraduate student performance ranges from zero (0) to
ten (10).

4. For courses assessed by oral and/or final written exams, the following apply:
courses of the winter semester are examined in the January exam period, and spring
semester courses in the June exam period. The September repeat exam covers courses
from both semesters.

5. For courses requiring submission of assignments as part of the evaluation, topics
are provided in a timely manner and assignments are submitted within the
corresponding exam period.

6. After the exam period, exercises, written exams, and other assessment materials,
unless returned to the student, are kept for twelve (12) months.

Article 24
Exemption from Tuition Fees

1. Enrolled postgraduate students (MSc/PhD) may attend the program free of charge
if they meet the financial or social criteria set forth below. A prerequisite for granting
the right to free attendance based on financial or social criteria is excellence in the first
cycle of studies, corresponding to holding a grade equal to or higher than 7.5 out of 10
(7.5/10), provided that the evaluation of the primary degree submitted for admission to
the postgraduate program was conducted according to the ten-point grading scale of
domestic Higher Education Institutions (HEIs). If the submitted degree was awarded
by a foreign institution, this criterion is applied proportionally according to the
respective grading scale.

2. The total number of students attending free of charge cannot exceed thirty percent
(30%) of all enrolled students per academic year. If the calculated number of eligible
candidates for tuition exemption results in a decimal number, rounding is done to the
nearest whole number. If the number of candidates eligible for exemption exceeds this
percentage, selection is made in descending order until the quota is met.

3. Applications for free attendance are submitted after the completion of the student
admission process to the postgraduate program.

4. The right to free attendance applies to students who meet the criterion in paragraph
1, provided the following criteria also apply:

a) The average sum of taxable income over the last two (2) financial years of all
family members of the applicant, including the applicant, parents (regardless of joint or
separate tax filings), and siblings up to twenty-six (26) years old who are unmarried
and have their own taxable income as defined by Article 7 of Law 4172/2013, does not
exceed seventy percent (70%) of the national median equivalent disposable income,
according to the latest published data of the Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT),
if the applicant is under 26 years old and unmarried or not in a civil partnership.

b) The average individual taxable income of the applicant over the last two (2)
financial years does not exceed one hundred percent (100%) of the national median
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equivalent disposable income, according to the latest published ELSTAT data, if the
applicant is over 26 years old.

c) The average sum of taxable income over the last two (2) financial years of the
applicant and spouse/partner, if married or in a civil partnership (regardless of joint or
separate tax filing), does not exceed one hundred percent (100%) of the national median
equivalent disposable income according to the latest ELSTAT data.

5. If the applicant is under 26 years old and is a child of a family with three or more
children, a child of a single parent, a child of a single-parent family, an orphan of at
least one parent, a person with disabilities, or a household member living with a person
with disabilities, they may apply for a fifty percent (50%) exemption from tuition fees
if the average income in paragraph 4a exceeds seventy percent (70%) but does not
exceed one hundred percent (100%) of the national median equivalent disposable
income.

6. The examination of the exemption criteria is conducted by the Department
Assembly, which issues a reasoned decision accepting or rejecting the application.

7. The exemption from tuition fees applies exclusively to attendance in one
postgraduate program organized by the Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH).

8. Those who receive scholarships from other sources are not eligible for exemption.

9. This article does not apply to citizens of third countries.

10. Members of Special Teaching Staff (EEP), Special Laboratory Teaching Staff
(EDIP), Special Technical and Scientific Staff (ETEP), Administrative Staff
(permanent or fixed-term contracts), and salaried lawyers of DUTH may apply to
register as supernumerary students in one postgraduate program at DUTH without
paying tuition fees, in a percentage ranging from five percent (5%) to ten percent (10%)
of the maximum admission number of each postgraduate or interdepartmental
postgraduate program, depending on the decision of the competent authority regarding
this percentage. The possibility of tuition fee exemption for the above personnel
categories applies only for registration in one (1) postgraduate program at DUTH.

Article 25
Excellence Awards and Reciprocal Scholarships

1. Excellence awards may be granted to postgraduate students by decision of the
Department Assembly.

2. The excellence award consists of exemption from half of the tuition fees and is
granted solely based on academic criteria. The award is given to the student who has
the highest grade over the two semesters of study in the postgraduate program, provided
the grade is at least nine out of ten (9/10).

3. The call for applications for the excellence award is announced by decision of the
Department Assembly following a recommendation by the Postgraduate Program’s
Coordinating Committee. Candidates must complete all required fields of the
application with the necessary supporting documents and submit them to the
Department Secretariat within the calendar deadlines specified in the call. The
application serves as a Responsible Declaration according to Law 1599/1986.
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4. The Coordinating Committee evaluates and ranks the candidates based on the
criteria defined in the internal regulation of the postgraduate program and submits the
list of candidates to the Department Assembly.

5. The maximum number of scholarships and awards in each postgraduate program
is set at 30% of admitted students per semester.

Article 26
Rights and Obligations of Postgraduate Students

1. Postgraduate students (PGS) enroll and participate in the postgraduate program
(PP) under the terms and conditions provided by the Internal Regulations of the
Institution, the Regulations of the PP, and the Department. Acceptance of the above
constitutes a fundamental prerequisite for acquiring and maintaining the status of a
PGS.

2. PGS have the rights of students in first and third cycle programs and any other
rights defined by the postgraduate studies regulations. More specifically, PGS:

a) Have the right to use the Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH) email services
upon request.

b) Have the right to access DUTH libraries and, via their institutional account,
electronic subscriptions to journals, etc.

c) Have the right, within the framework of coursework and master's thesis
preparation, to use the technical infrastructure of the Laboratory, Department, and
DUTH, in coordination with the supervising faculty member and with the consent of
the responsible head of the corresponding unit.

d) Have the right to participate, according to the applicable legislation, in collective
administrative bodies.

e) Provide educational and other services to the Department (e.g., conducting labs,
tutorials), with the consent of the supervising faculty member and relevant decisions of
the Department Assembly.

f) May participate in research projects/programs of DUTH and receive scholarships
within co-funded, self-funded, or other projects/programs to financially support
research.

g) May participate in mobility programs via ERASMUS+ or other mobility actions
(e.g., through project participation or other scholarships).

3. The Department ensures equal access for persons with disabilities and those with
special educational needs, providing postgraduate students with disabilities or special
needs accessibility to proposed programs or other accommodations that may facilitate
their participation and completion of studies.

4. Postgraduate students are obliged to:

a) Attend the courses of the PP.

b) Submit required assignments within set deadlines.

c) Attend scheduled examinations.

d) Uphold principles of academic integrity, respect and protect DUTH facilities and
equipment, maintain cleanliness and order, and report any issues to the supervising
faculty member or Department Chair.
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e) Be informed of and comply with the Academic Ethics Regulations, the Internal
Regulations of DUTH, operational regulations of the Institution, and decisions of the
PP, Department, and DUTH that concern them, applying them responsibly.

f) Be informed about the PP they attend, the academic calendar, and understand the
educational process followed.

g) Be informed about the structure and responsibilities of DUTH and Department
administrative services.

h) Fully meet their obligations to DUTH and promote the Institution’s image through
their academic activities.

i) Seek active participation in the international academic community by attending
conferences, workshops, and seminars.

J) Participate in seminars or conferences organized by the Department and cite the
Department/School as their academic affiliation in every publication, speech, or
announcement resulting from their PP work.

k) Pay tuition fees as defined in this Regulation.

I) Have the necessary electronic equipment such as a computer (desktop or laptop)
with a camera, speakers or headphones, microphone, and internet connection. During
courses, PGS must keep their camera on.

5. If a PGS fails to meet their obligations, they receive a written reminder from the
PP Director with a copy to the Coordinating Committee. If after a reasonable time the
student still fails to comply, the Assembly may decide to deregister them from the
Department’s PGS Registry.

Article 27
Dismissal of Postgraduate Students

1. Issues related to retaking courses or dismissal are decided by the Department
Assembly, following a proposal by the Coordinating Committee, which determines the
terms of retake exams and dismissal reasons included in the current Internal
Postgraduate Studies Regulations.

2. Reasons for dismissal include:

a) Insufficient progress by the postgraduate student, evidenced by inadequate
participation in the educational process.

b) Exceeding the maximum allowed duration of studies in the PP.

¢) Inadequate fulfillment of other obligations specified in these Regulations.

d) Behavior that violates academic ethics according to current legislation and the
DUTH code of ethics.

e) Request by the postgraduate student themselves.

Article 28
Special Provisions

Matters not regulated by this Internal Regulation of the PP or the Postgraduate and

Doctoral Studies Regulations of DUTH are regulated by decision of the Assembly of
the Department of Law at DUTH.
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
