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1. HISTORY, ORGANIZATION AND IDENTITY OF THE DEPARTMENT
1.1 The Democritus University of Thrace

The Democritus University of Thrace (DUTH) was established by law in 1973
and started its operation in 1974. The departments of the university that first accepted
students were the Civil Engineering Department in the city of Xanthi and the Law
Department which is located in Komotini. The University was named “Democritus” in
honor of the ancient Greek philosopher Democritus who came from the city of Abdera
in the Prefecture of the area of Xanthi. The administrative headquarters of the
University are located in the city of Komotini, which is the capital of the Administrative
Region of Eastern Macedonia — Thrace.

Since its establishment, the Democritus University of Thrace was the first
Greek regional polyhedral university, the necessity of which did not exclusively
concern educational objectives. Its operation through its multi-faceted activity initially
in the cities of Xanthi and Komotini, Alexandroupoli and Orestiada and then in Kavala
and Drama, in addition to its educational and research activity, constituted a
substantial intervention in the economic development of the Region of Thrace. At the
same time, it significantly contributed to the strengthening of the national and cultural
character of the wider region of Thrace and the upgrading of the standard of living
through direct and indirect supply actions.

In a highly changing environment, DUTH continues to target both educational
and research excellence while building on the challenges and imperatives of the
future. It redirects its research strategy based on innovation, entrepreneurship,
technology, the new digital era, large-scale development as well as attracting funding
from both domestic and foreign organizations. The stigma of DUTH is today given with
its innovative postgraduate programs of international scope, but also with initiatives
that allow it to overcome modern bureaucracy and geographical exclusion.

1.2 The Law School

The Law School of Komotini is a founding academic unit of the Democritus
University of Thrace (DUTH). It was founded with the Presidential Decree 374/22-6-
1974 and operated for the first time in the academic year 1974-75 as a School. Since
1982, it functioned as a Department of Law and it evolved into an autonomous one-
part School in 2013. Since 2002 it has been transferred to its own building in the
modern facilities of the University Campus of Komotini.

Today, over fifty-one years of operation, the School of Law records a laborious
and dynamic course, through which it successfully faced the challenges and won the
bet of recognition at Greek and international level. With the qualitative teaching and
research work of its scientific staff and the continuous development of its
infrastructure, the Faculty of Law of DUTH was developed in accordance with
European academic standards and gained international prestige, so as to be able to
respond with great success to the request for academic excellence.



Focusing on the current requirements, the undergraduate curriculum follows
modern developments in order to provide high-level academic education.
Postgraduate programs offer scientific expertise in all areas of law and are constantly
enriched with interdisciplinary programs and international collaborations. The
doctoral as well as the postdoctoral research conducted at the Law School, are a
valuable qualitative and quantitative contribution to research. Committed to the goal
of providing high quality teaching work by internationally renowned scientists with a
significant presence in both research and legal practice, the Faculty of Law of DUTH is
proud of the successful careers of its thousands of graduates.

Students are accepted to the undergraduate program of the Law School
through the entrance national examinations and the examinations which are
organized by the Law School exclusively for graduates. The admission to the
postgraduate and doctoral programs of the Faculty of Law of DUTH is based on certain
requirements which are set in the regulations of each postgraduate and doctoral
program of the Faculty of Law.

1.3 The Quality Policy of the Faculty of Law

The Undergraduate Program of Studies of the Law Department complies with
the Quality Policy of the Democritus University of Thrace. The Quality Assurance Policy
of the Department of Law is defined, adapted to the time and continuously improved
with the active participation of all the Department's members (teaching staff,
students, administrative staff, members of E.T.E.P., E.DI.P.) who have specific roles
and responsibilities in the Department's Quality Assurance Policy.

The quality policy specifically aims to pursue specific objectives related to
quality assurance of the undergraduate program in the most important areas of legal
Science, while aiming at ensuring both the academic character and the research
orientation of the curriculum.

This process shall include the following objectives:

a) The suitability of the structure and organization of the curriculum.

b) The promotion of the quality and efficiency of teaching work.

c) The continuous training of students through the organization of conferences and
workshops.

d) The continuous adaptation of teaching staff and the improvement of their
educational capacities in order to further improve their qualifications.

e) The organization of competitions.

g) The promotion of theoretical and applied research within the Department through
research programs and projects.

h) The connection of teaching with research mainly through the assignments given to
the students of the Department on crucial legal issues and also through the
organization of student conferences.

i) The connection of theory with practice mainly through the promotion, participation
and support of the students of the Department in various International and National
competitions with preparation and supervision by the teachers.

j) The regular and periodic annual review and internal evaluation of the quality
assurance system of the Undergraduate Studies Program aiming at a process of
continuous feedback between objectives pursued and results achieved.



k) The continuous use of the evaluation process of teaching staff by students through
the connection of internal evaluation with the process of academic development.

[) The wide and targeted use of electronic services and support tools used for the
cooperation of teaching staff and students (e-student, open eclass, classweb, etc.).
m) The pursuit and achievement of learning outcomes and qualifications in
accordance with the European and National Higher Education Qualifications
Framework.

1.4 The sectors and laboratories of the Law School

In the Faculty of Law, there are five sectors: a) The Private Law Sector
(Professor S. Tsantinis- director) b) The Public Law and Political Science Sector
(Professor D. Raikos — director) c) The Criminal and Criminal Sciences Sector (Associate
Professor G. Dimitrainas — director) d) The International Studies Sector (Associate
Professor D. Stamatiadis- director) e) The Business Law and Labor Law Sector
(Professor D. Avgetidis — director).

There are also nine laboratories in the Law School: a) The Laboratory of
Criminal Science b) The Research Laboratory of Arbitration Issues c) The Laboratory of
Constitutional Law d) The Criminal and Criminal Procedural Law Laboratory e) The
Laboratory of the Center for European Studies f) The Laboratory of International Law
and International Relations "Krateros loannou" g) The Laboratory for the Study of Best
Practices in Law h) The Laboratory of Greek and European Market Law and the
Consumer’s protection i) The Comparative and European Labor Law Laboratory.

1.5 Resources and services

Democritus University of Thrace ensures the best possible coverage of the
needs of its students and the improvement of the services provided to them. The Law
School houses the Library of the Department. In particular, the Monographs
Department is located on the 2nd floor of the building and the Magazines Department
occupies part of the bottom level of the building. Regarding the students’ care, the
Psychosocial Support Service also operates at Democritus University of Thrace, which
is staffed with psychologists and social workers.

Furthermore, DUTH also provides student residences, which are intended to
meet the needs of housing of undergraduate and postgraduate students and PhD
candidates, with financial or other difficulties, as an expression of solidarity and social
responsibility for providing equal opportunities to students. Moreover, residences are
also provided for visiting professors and invited scientists or students in the
framework of exchange programs. Furthermore, the movement of students from the
center of Komotini to the campus is carried out by public transport buses (Line 4
Komotini - University Campus) which are particularly increased (itineraries per 10-15
minutes) throughout the academic year.

Among others, DUTH is particularly concerned with the feeding of its students
in the cities where its departments are located. More specifically, the students of
DUTH who reside in the student residences of Komotini are fed in the restaurants of
the University. The responsibility for the quantity and quality of food in these



restaurants lies exclusively with DUTH. In addition, the students who study in other
cities aside from Komotini are fed in the cities where DUTH operates.

Furthermore, uninsured undergraduate and postgraduate students, as well as
PhD candidates, who have no other medical and hospital care, are entitled, according
to the circular of the Ministry of Education, Research and Religious Affairs, to full
medical and hospital treatment in the National Health System.

In DUTH there is also an office which informs graduates about the available
companies’ jobs of the public and private sector. It also provides information on the
postgraduate programs of studies of Greek and foreign universities. It informs about
the conduct of seminars and conferences. It provides counseling services through e-
mentoring and organizes workshops and seminars on educational content.

In addition, DUTH and especially the Faculty of Law have been actively involved
since 1990 in the Erasmus Program (formerly named “Socrates) and especially in
student mobility. The students can move to an affiliated university abroad and carry
out a period of study. Other Erasmus actions in which the Faculty of Law participates
are: teacher mobility, internships in foreign institutions, staff training mobility and
Jean Monnet actions. All students of Law Schools who come to the Law School of
DUTH through the mobility program receive the necessary information material from
the School’s secretariat.

Language courses are also taught at the School of Law of DUTH. In particular,
the foreign language course, which is an optional course, is taught in the first six
semesters and it is examined in the first examination period of June of each respective
year, with repetitive examination periods of September. Finally, there are thirty-two
(32) student associations operating in the DUTH. Twenty associations are related to
undergraduate students and seven are the associations of postgraduate students.

2. HISTORY, STRUCTURE, ADMINISTRATION AND STAFF OF THE POSTGRADUATE
PROGRAM “LAW, HISTORY AND POLITICS”

2.1 The history and the coordination committee of the Postgraduate Program

The postgraduate program “Law, History and Politics” received the approval of
the Senate of DUTH on 12/2/2025 after the decision of the Assembly of the Faculty of
Law of DUTH on 31/1/2025 concerning the establishment of the Postgraduate
Program entitled: “Law, History and Politics”.

The coordination committee of the postgraduate program includes the
Director and four teachers - members of the Department, who teach courses which
are related to the Postgraduate Program. The Postgraduate Program members are
determined by the decision of the Department’s Assembly. The Director of the
postgraduate program is a teacher of the Department at the status of the Professor
or the Associate Professor and is appointed by decision of the Assembly of the
Department for a two-year term, with the possibility of renewal without restriction.

During the first two years of the Postgraduate Program, the Director is
Professor Maria Youni, while the Postgraduate Program is consisted of the following
teachers: Assistant Professor Athanasios Delios, Professor Konstantinos
Antonopoulos, Associate Professor Konstantinos Kosmatos, Assistant Professor
Virginia Peraki.

3. THE CONTENT OF THE POSTGRADUATE PROGRAM “LAW, HISTORY AND POLITICS”
3.1 Subject, Identity, Purpose, Learning outcomes

The Postgraduate Program “Law, History and Politics” belongs to the Private
Law Sector of the Law School of DUTH. The Postgraduate Program is part of the
strategic planning of DUTH and aims to promote knowledge and high level of
specialization of the graduates in theoretical and applied areas of Law, History and
Politics as well as development of their research skills. Particular emphasis is given to
the use of modern scientific approaches, as well as to the use of interdisciplinary
approaches with innovative methods of education. The aim of this Master is to
promote specialized scientists in the above scientific disciplines, to support and train
them in depth, in order to ensure their academic, scientific, research and professional
careers at national, European and international level.

Upon completion of their studies, postgraduate students will be able to:
- recognize, process and resolve complex scientific issues in the fields of law, history
and politics,
- analyse and interpret legal and historical data and phenomena,
- understand the link between legal institutions, political systems and historical
developments and interpret legal texts in relation to the present political and legal
context,
- assess the relationship between law and politics in the historical context, recognizing
the influence of political ideas on legislation, the contribution of law to politics
formulation and the impact of international political developments on national law,
understand international and intercultural perspectives,
- analyse international political structures and practices in the context of globalization



and recognize intercultural differences in law and political ideas.
The MSc serves these new needs, while creating new scientific content in the fields of
law, history and politics.

3.2 Procedure for admission to the Postgraduate Program and study fees

Graduates of the Faculties and Departments of Law, Political Sciences, History,
Archaeology, Philology, Philosophy, Economics, Sociology, International and European
Studies or Departments of related subjects of Greek Universities or recognized foreign
equivalent institutions are accepted in the postgraduate program. A call for the
admission of postgraduate students is published and posted on the website of the
Department by decision of Law School. The call shall include all the relevant details
(time period of applications, the way of submitting an application, necessary
documents, method of evaluation the applications). Additional, incomplete or
deferred supporting documents are not accepted.

The application file shall be submitted electronically to the Secretariat of the
Department within the specified time limit. The file must be complete at the time of
submission and contain the following supporting documents: a. Application for
participation, b. Curriculum vitae, c. Certified copy of a diploma, d. Diploma Annex or
certificate of analytical grade, which also indicates the degree of diploma,
e. Photocopy of two sides of the police ID, f. English language certificate, (at least)
level B2, g. Publications and any related scientific/research writing activity, if any,
h. Evidence of other activities and qualifications, i. Text of the event of scientific
interest for the Postgraduate Program, i. Solemn Declaration of Law 1599/1986 with
the original signature, where it will be stated by the candidate that the supporting
documents presented and submitted in his file are true.

The selection of admissions to the Program is made by a Committee of Three
Members of the Teaching Staff of the Program, which is constituted by a decision of
the Assembly. Folders that are not full will not be reviewed. The Secretariat draws up
a full list of candidates and forwards it to the Admission Selection Committee which
examines and evaluates the candidates’ files. For the evaluation of the candidates’
files, the supporting documents of the file are taken into account as follows: a. Degree,
b. The certificate possession in English at level C2 and C1, c. The possession of a
certificate (at B2 level) of second or third foreign language, d. Second degree from
another University Department e. Another postgraduate degree. The Selection Board
shall reject the candidates who do not meet the requirements, rank them in grade,
pre-publish the provisional selection table, announce the deadline for objections and
interview those candidates who have been considered eligible to be invited by the
Selection Board. The interviews are scored separately by each member of the
Committee. The maximum score for the interview is 60 points.

The final score takes into account the score of the file at 40% and the score of
the interview at 60%. Based on the final score of each candidate, the committee
prepares the final ranking table of candidates in descending order of score. The table
indicates the successful candidates. For the entire program, the fees amount to 2,000
euros and are paid in two equal installments at the beginning of the first two
semesters. Tuition fees are paid to the Special Research Funds Account of DUTH.



3.3 Duration of studies

The duration of the Postgraduate Studies Program (MS) is minimum three (3)
semesters (90 ECTS), which includes the time for the preparation and submission of
the Postgraduate Diploma Thesis. The duration of the Diploma Thesis is at least six
months and corresponds to 30 ECTS. Attendance at the Postgraduate Program is
considered to end upon completion of: (a) the minimum period of study prescribed.
(b) the successful completion of all educational activities and the thesis.

Course Title Oikos — demos: From private to public 1420700
Suggested 1st semester of the Postgraduate Program
Semester

Course Content

and Objective

The objective of the course is to examine the
relationship between the private and the public in
ancient Athens through the study and analysis of primary
sources. The course attempts to connect the oikos with
the demos by highlighting the legislative regulations and
customary rules of ancient Athens governing marriage,
relationships developed among family members, the
authority of the head of the oikos over his children,
divorce, adoption, hereditary succession (intestate and
testamentary), property (both visible and hidden assets),
transactions, and commercial relations. Through these
topics, the course clarifies the importance of avoiding the
depopulation of the Athenian oikos as well as the
interaction between the private and public spheres,
which shaped the legislative framework and social
perceptions of ancient Athens.

Course Content
and Objective

The judicial as well as the political audience is the
natural setting of Rhetoric, the complex and multifaceted
art that was born in ancient Greece. The course focuses
on the use of rhetoric in judicial and political speech,
highlighting important issues such as democracy,
freedom, justice, respect for laws, the establishment of
legislation, the rights and obligations of citizens, and the
relationship of the citizen with the state and the social
community.

Within the framework of the course, important
speeches from ancient Greek (Demosthenes, Lysias) and
Latin literature (Cicero) are analyzed, focusing on the
legislative framework, argumentation, evidentiary
means, rhetorical techniques, and the political and social
context of the discourse, and a mock trial is conducted.
At the same time, the reception of ancient Greek rhetoric
by later periods (the Church Fathers, Renaissance,
Enlightenment and modernity) is also examined.

Course Title Crime and punishment 1420702

Semester

Course Content
and Objective

From the time of the establishment of the first criminal
legislation in the 7th century BC until today, the
fundamental concerns of societies and lawmakers have
remained essentially the same within a changing
environment. The course aims to examine the criminal
phenomenon as it appears in different legal systems such
as the ancient Greek, Roman, Byzantine, and modern
legal orders, focusing on the fundamental concepts of
crime and punishment.

Within the framework of the course, the responses of
each society to questions such as: which acts are
considered criminal, what are the reasons for the
criminalization of an act and the creation of a new crime
or, conversely, the reasons for the abolition of a crime,
what punishment corresponds to each crime, and what
criteria are used for the establishment or imposition of a
specific penalty, are examined. Additionally, key and
timeless principles are analyzed, such as the principle “no
crime, no punishment without law,” the right to defense,
the right to a fair trial, and the principle of the publicity
of the trial.

The subject of the course is the way various human
societies have been politically organized from antiquity
to the modern era, their objectives, modes of operation
and governance, as well as the concept, typology, and
analysis of the elements of different political systems.
Starting from Aristotle’s basic classification of political
systems in his Politics and the influence of Aristotle’s
classification over the subsequent centuries, the course
examines the functioning of different social groups, both
institutionalized and non-institutionalized, within the
framework of various political regimes.

In connection with Aristotle’s concept of the "master of
the city" (kUplov TnG mMoAswc), both the theory and
practice of political systems are illuminated and analyzed
along three main axes: the Many (from ancient Athenian
democracy to Jean-Jacques Rousseau’s Social Contract
and modern parliamentary systems), the Few (from the
Spartan model and Plato’s ideal state to the Roman res
publica), and the One Ruler (from Philip I, the Roman
and Byzantine emperors to Machiavelli’s Prince).

Additionally, selective elements of political theories are
examined, such as those of Plato, Aristotle, Polybius, and
their reception from the Middle Ages to the modern era.

Modern International Law has its historical roots in
classical Greek and Roman antiquity. This particular
historical tradition, combined with the decisive influence
of Christianity, formed the foundation for the emergence
and development of modern International Law in
Western Europe during the 15th century.

The examination begins with a brief overview of
classical Greek and Roman antiquity, followed by a more
detailed discussion of the period of natural law in Europe
during the Middle Ages. In the classical period of
International Law (1600-1815), the coexistence between
natural law and the law of nations was generally
harmonious. In the 19th century, the positivist current
prevailed as the theoretical foundation of International
Law, while during the interwar period, developments
both within and outside the League of Nations led to the
reappearance of the natural law doctrine and to a revival
of this theoretical current after World War 1.

The historical evolution of International Law is
approached from three perspectives: the history of the
practice of states, the history of concepts, and the
history of individuals. Part of the course is dedicated to
the history of the discipline in Greece from its
independence in 1830 until the end of the 20th century.

The aim of this course is to explore the relationship
between the private and public spheres in Roman law,
from its earliest foundations through to the Justinian
Codification.




Key topics include the institution of Roman marriage,
whose legal validity conferred Roman citizenship upon
offspring, and the concept and structure of the family
(familia) established through marriage. The course also
examines the Roman citizen's duty to uphold the legal
status of the family (status familiae), a fundamental
component of personal identity in relation to the Roman
state.

Special emphasis is placed on patria potestas (paternal
authority), a core institution of Roman ius civile (civil
law), and its broader implications within the public
domain.

Through selected thematic units, students will gain a
deeper understanding of the interplay between private
life and public authority in the context of Roman legal
tradition.

Ancient drama is a product of democratic Athens and is
closely tied to its moral and political principles. This
course aims to highlight ancient drama as a privileged
source of insight into the law and institutions of classical
Athens, as well as a valuable lens through which to
understand how playwrights reflected on, critiqued, and
influenced the legal and institutional frameworks of their
city.

Through selected themes explored in both tragedy and
comedy—such as murder, the operation of the courts,
the role of women, the household (oikos), the




significance of law, and the concept of asylum—the
course analyzes key passages from ancient drama within
their political, social, and legal contexts.

At the same time, it examines the impact of prevailing
institutions and dominant ideologies on the shaping of
dramatic works, as well as the ways in which playwrights,
through drama, responded to and engaged with their
audience—that is, the entire political community.

The earliest written legal codes in Europe were
developed within the framework of the Greek city-states
during the Archaic period—independent political entities
in their own right. Since then, over the course of nearly
three millennia, the Greek world has undergone
significant political transformations, each of which has
had a profound impact on private law.

This course traces the development of the various legal
systems that operated in the Greek world in connection
with major political changes, with a particular focus on
institutions of private law. Anchored in key milestones of
political history—such as the conquests of Alexander the
Great and the formation of the Hellenistic kingdoms, the
Roman conquest and annexation of Greece, the
extension of Roman citizenship to all inhabitants of the
empire, the transition to the Byzantine Empire, the




Ottoman conquest, and the establishment of the modern
Greek state—the course explores the effects of these
shifts on private law, culminating in the enactment of the
Greek Civil Code in the mid-20th century.

3.6 Way of teaching

Each semester is taught in thirty-nine (39) teaching hours. Teaching in all
courses of each semester is carried on line (100%). The Department of Law has the
appropriate infrastructure for supporting distance learning as it has certified
conference rooms and licenses for the use of appropriate video conference - tele-
learning software. Furthermore, all the teachers’ offices are equipped with the
appropriate material for conducting distance learning (e.g. computer, camera,
microphone, speakers, etc.).

3.7 Examination Regulation

The evaluation of the students’ performance in the courses is done by
combining oral presentations, written assignments, exercises, mid-term examination



(progress), written or oral examinations and active participation in the courses. The
exact form of the assessment is determined by the teachers in relation to the nature
of each course. The terms of assessment in each course are indicated in the course
outline (see above) and are communicated at the beginning of the course by the
faculty member who is responsible for the course. The score scale for evaluating the
performance of the students is defined from zero (0) to ten (10). For courses where
the evaluation is done by oral and/or final written examination the following apply:
Winter semester courses are examined in the exam period of January and spring
semester courses are examined in the exam period of June. In the exam period of
September, the courses of both semesters are examined.

For the courses where the submission of a project is mandatory, the topics are given
in a timely manner and the delivery of the work takes place within the respective
examination period. At the end of the examination, the exercises as well as the written
test pieces are kept for twelve (12) months.

3.8 Preparation of Diploma Thesis

Writing of the diploma thesis takes place at the third semester of studies. The diploma
thesis must be prepared by the student and ought to be the product of an original
scientific research. For this purpose, graduate students sign a declaration of non-
infringement of intellectual property. The diploma thesis is supported before a three-
member panel. If the diploma thesis is not submitted within the deadline or is not
successful, the student is not awarded the Master in Law, History and Politics. Once
the diploma thesis has been approved by the Selection Board, it shall be electronically
deposited in a repository.

3.9 Calculation of the Degree

The grading scale for all courses and thesis, is set from 0 to 10. It is considered that
the student who received a grade of 5 or more, in all courses, is successful. For the
calculation of the degree of the Master’s degree, the grade of each course and
diploma thesis is multiplied by the corresponding number of credits and the sum is
divided by the total number of credits required to obtain the Degree. The evaluation
“good” receive students with a grade average below 6.5, “very good” receive students
with a grade average between 6.5 and 8.5 and finally “excellent” receive students with
a grade average of 8.5 or above.

3.10 Evaluation of the Educational Process

The evaluation of the teachers by the postgraduate students is regularly done towards
the end of the semester (8th — 11th teaching week) in an anonymous and electronic
way through the relevant application of the University Quality Assurance Unit
(MO.DI.P. / DUTH) by completing a course evaluation questionnaire from students.
Upon completion of the evaluation process, the aggregated information is collected.
The evaluation of the teaching capacity of faculty members is a key criterion for their



election and development. Finally, the evaluation of the teachers is particularly
important, as it draws conclusions about the operation of the postgraduate program
and its improvement.

3.11 Obtaining a postgraduate degree

A postgraduate degree is awarded at level 7. The acquisition of the Postgraduate
Diploma of the MSc "Law, History and Politics" of the Law School enables the
continuation of studies at the PhD level in the subject of History of Law at the Law
School of DUTH.
